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71 responses representing 153 families.   
 
Thank you very much for all of your constructive and helpful comments from our recent 
questionnaire.  School leaders and Governors do take them into account when we are 
planning for the future of our school.  We were very pleased once again by the huge number of 
positive comments about St Eugene’s. Positive comments really help staff to keep motivated 
and doing their best for your children. 
 
Parents overwhelmingly commented that they feel our school is supportive and nurturing for 
their child.  Parents stated that they feel St Eugene’s is a warm and friendly school.  There 
were also many comments about the high expectations that the staff have of the children and 
how children are helped to live up to those high expectations both in terms of behaviour, good 
manners, and kindness as well as academic achievements. Parents said that they are pleased 
that St Eugene’s teaches “respect, values and strong beliefs”.  Parents said that they support 
this and are pleased that Christian values are part of what we teach here. 
 
Many said that their children particularly enjoyed special events at our school and mentioned: 
trips, visitors, non-uniform days, Movie Night, discos, Healthy Heart Day, Food Tech days as 
being particularly fun. Other parents welcomed the wider education offer, saying that they 
valued the music lessons and concerts as being examples of how the school supports every 
child to do their very best.   
 
Parents used words such as: “lovely, warm, safe, friendly, nurturing, organized, clean” to 
describe what they liked about the environment in our school and that they love that the adults 
in our school know every child by name. 
 
Many parents mentioned the dedication, professionalism and kindness of the teachers.  This is 
lovely to hear and keeps our teaching staff going with a smile. We are pleased to see that 
parents value the commitment to high standards in our curriculum and the enriching visits and 
visitors provided at St Eugene’s.  There were many comments that stated that parents felt their 
child was being offered an excellent education in our school and that they valued this high 
level of teaching and support for their child.  We always strive to do our very best to ensure 
that every child achieves the very best that they can. 
 
Parents valued the clear communication between home and school and vice versa. Parents 
mentioned welcoming the opportunities to discuss their child’s learning or any questions they 
have face to face with teachers.  There was also mention of the helpful, approachable nature 
of staff, including office staff.  Parents commented that they feel valued as partners in their 
child’s education.  We value good communication and hope to continue this.  Please 
remember that we are always happy to meet with parents. 
 
In terms of what parents think that the school can do better, there were a range of helpful 
comments.  
 
Six parents commented on wanting more sporting sports for after school clubs or wanting 
more after school clubs and/or wanted them to go on longer e.g. to 6pm. We already have four 
sports related after school enrichment clubs this term, including martial arts, boys football, girls 



football and PE skills.  There is never enough time or staffing for all of the clubs we might run 
after school, but we will rotate the sporting offer for clubs each term in order to give as wide a 
sporting range as we can.  We usually ask the children for their suggestions and our school 
council help us to do this too. Our after-school enrichment clubs are usually oversubscribed 
and we do our very best to be fair and offer every child at least one enrichment club per term.  
If you need after school childcare, we will direct you to play scheme providers.  You can find 
details of this from the office.  One of the ways we are able to keep our wonderful teachers is 
by not adding unnecessarily to their workload with things that do not directly impact on 
teaching and learning.  The teachers come in early and work until well after 3.30pm often, but 
we want that work to be focused on planning and marking for your children, so that our 
teaching remains such high quality.  This is why we don’t direct our teachers to run after 
school enrichment clubs.  Our support staff all run at least one club a week.  Other clubs such 
as sports clubs are run by professional sports coaches.   
 
Two parents mentioned providing more play equipment in the playground.  We welcome 
suggestions for this.  Every term the school council give us suggestions for more play 
equipment they might like and we try to rotate what is on offer.  This term we have bought new 
balls, skipping ropes, hopping toys and playground chalks.  The children enjoy playing 
“Champ” and a competitive game as well as the other activities e.g. shooting hoops. 
 
Many of you commented that you couldn’t think of anything that might improve the school! 
That is great to hear, but we don’t pretend to be perfect so if there are things that you think we 
could do to improve, do pop in to meet us and let us know.  
We try our hardest to be a really good school :)
